Prior to his security company experience Tony worked in diverse fields such as sales, marketing, promotions, customer service, data entry and retail. He was frequently promoted in to a supervisory or management positions. 

Tony began working in the security industry in the fall of 2004 with an internationally recognized security company as a temporary armed officer for a major annual event in Albuquerque. Upon the completion of the event he was asked to remain with the company on a full time basis as an armed officer. Shortly thereafter he was asked to assume a lead position as a patrol officer and after excelling in that capacity, he was promoted to a supervisory position, Field Supervisor, before being assigned to a core position of dispatcher for a major account within the company. After only a few months in this position he was offered an office position as a Branch Scheduler for the Albuquerque, NM Branch. This position required him to schedule on a weekly basis an average of 175 employees, adjust timesheet and shift assignment documentation to reflect the correct hours worked for the purpose of exporting payroll to corporate, process payroll inquiries/adjustments as received, resolve billing issues, collection issues, process payments to corporate, set up jobs in the software system and reviewing contracts (both permanent and short-term). From there he was promoted to Regional Scheduling Manager overseeing branches in Albuquerque, Santa Fe and El Paso, TX.
